Whether by plane, by car or by train: You can reach Cologne from anywhere in Europe within a few hours.

Three airports are in the area: Cologne/Bonn, Düsseldorf and Frankfurt.

Six motorways make for direct access from everywhere in Germany and adjoining countries.

European high speed trains Thalys, ICE and Metropolitan arrive into Cologne Central Station at least once per hour.

The ICE makes an additional stop at Köln-Deutz station just outside the LANXESS arena.
The Hotel is direct proximity to the exhibition center in Deutz. Just 50 m away is the Lanxess Arena. The hotel is about 2.5 km from the main train station and 11 km from Cologne/Bonn airport. The old town with its sights-including the world famous Cologne Cathedral-and extensive shopping opportunities is just 10 minutes away.
We suggest you to take the tram number 1 (direction Bensberg) or number 9 (direction Königsforst) from Köln Messe Deutz and go out the station Deutz Kalker Bad. 
You can walk too from Köln Messe Deutz to the hotel Günnewig Stadtpalais. ( approximately 10 minutes)
Practical information about accommodation
Participants are obliged to arrange their travel to the hotel themselves.
We recommend you to book you room from 04. till 06. October 2010 in the Günnewig Hotel Stadtpalais as far as possible, because several trade fairs are hold during this time in Cologne.
