	Description
	The development of an effective education for young children is a shared and current concern throughout Europe. In the rapidly changing world of the 21st Century different countries have their own ways of addressing this issue, through culturally unique mixes of services designed to support children’s learning between the ages of 4 and 7 and also to support their families in a variety of ways. It is clear that small children have many different ways of learning: through play, in cultural and aesthetic activities, by experimenting, through having experiences outside of the classroom. You could call all these different ways of learning, informal learning processes.  They are characteristic of learning in the Transition Stage. In all five countries there are focus on this group of children and the problems connected to their learning. Boys for example have difficulties in the classroom such as restlessness, immature children may "drop out" and develop subsequent learning problems. At a later stage Danish children are known to experience problems with reading and science. Collaboration between professionals working in kindergarten, reception, primary school and after school services is vital to ensure coherence for children, but is difficult both to develop and maintain. The focus of our project is the development of effective teaching and learning strategies for children in the Transition Stage, drawing on and sharing the expertise of educators from five countries. Our aim is to identify new approaches to teaching for this group, collaboration of professionals around this group and to develop didactical knowledge and training materials that can be used trans-nationally.
