Using the four basic cutting methods under supervision and subsequently incorporating them into basic haircuts. 

Applying the basic theories and terminology of the profession to plan, perform, evaluate and present work assignments 
under supervision. 

Using basic colouring techniques and perming and relaxing hair using environmentally-friendly and chemical products, 
including making relevant diagnoses and filling in index cards. 

Selecting and using ergonomically correct tools and working postures, including correct positioning of combs and scissors 
in the hand and using blowdryers in the correct hand while making various hair styles, thus avoiding inconvenient work 
postures. 

Explaining how people can protect themselves and the hair salon environment when working with chemical and environ-
mentally-friendly hair products, and explaining how customers should be protected against chemical products to avoid 
allergic reactions. 

Searching for basic knowledge in sources of information that are relevant to the profession, including rules and regulations 
issued by public authorities in Denmark, the EU Cosmetics Directive and the publication entitled Den miljøkyndige salon 
(‘The Environmentally Skilled Salon’).   

Complying, under supervision, with principles of personal hygiene and hygiene relative to the tools of the trade and the 
workplace in general. 

Using acquired knowledge about the functionality of forms and shapes and using colours to express, support or correct 
forms and shapes. 

Servicing customers, including sales and service activities.

Complying with hygienic requirements in the salon, including personal and work-related hygiene.
